After each bout with Dlocletian's 
henchmen, she had emerged more 
healthy, more beautiful and more 
resolute.

One by 
one, they forsool1 their false gods and 
embraced the True God. The blood of 
this virgin-martyr Is the seed of 
Christians. 

From the bloody persecutions of the 
early Christians, the Church emerged 
triumphant. After the edict of 
toleration In 313, the relics of the 
martyrs were placed In the altar 
stones of each Church In order to 
encourage the people who gathered 
around them to draw strength from 
their deaths and to teach them heroic 
virtue. The only canonized saints of 
the first four centuries of the Church 
were martyrs. Those who did not 
suffer blood martyrdom underwent 
a "white martyrdomw In the cruel 
privations they endured to spread the 
faith, and through the total self­
oblation required by their vows 
of poverty, chastity and obedience. 
Saint Augustine contemplated the 
continence and heroism of these early 
Christian martyrs and encouraged all 
to Imitate them.

Christian urgently needs the slngle­
minded wisdom and uncompromising 
courage of the virgin-martyrs. God 
saw this apocalyptic darl1 night.
